One vote permitted per unit, NOT per each
resident in household. Owner must be listed on property appraiser's records

What restrictions exist in the condominium documents on my right to use my unit?

Condominium unit shall be occupied and used as a single family dwelling. Refer to Article XlI, Page 18 Association
documents.

What restrictions exist in the condominium document on the leasing of my unit?

All potential residents must be screened and complete an application for association approval. Approval must be granted
prior to occupancy. All residents must abide by all Rules and Regulations of the community.

How much are my assessments to the condominium association for my unit type and when are they
due?

Model A: $196.99, Model B/C: $203.02, Model D: $183.00. Assessments may change - verify with Association for current
amount due. Assessments are due the first day of each month. Payments received after the 10th of the month will incur a
$25 late fee assessed to their account. Balance must be paid in full to avoid late fees recurring each month. Association is
entitled to interest and attorney fees should the account be turned over to collections.
